Introductory activity (10 mins)

Recall the work done in the last session creating Blobs. Bring your Blob to life and have it go round and greet all the different Blobs in the class. See how many different ways can you find of greeting each other – for example shaking hands, waving, or using your voice/sounds.

Main activity: Blob communities (40 mins)

Come together into small groups with your Blobs. Imagine that the Blobs in your group are a small family or community of Blobs who live together. Discuss in your group what similarities and differences there are between the Blobs. Decide what jobs or tasks need doing in your community – for example gathering/preparing food, looking after younger Blobs, building shelter. Which Blobs can work together to complete these tasks? For example a Blob with long arms could pick fruit from tall trees, working with a Blob with lots of eyes to keep watch for any danger. Fill in What We Can Do Together worksheet. 

Plenary (10 mins)

Each group briefly present back how the Blobs in their group work together using their different skills/abilities to achieve tasks.

Extension activity:
